Braun Prize 1970 
 
Awarded for the second time: the Braun Prize for Technical Design 
 
Endowed by Braun AG, the 25,000 DM Braun Prize for Technical Design was awarded for the second 
time on November 12, 1970 in Darmstadt. 
 
 The prize money was shared by four projects selected by the jury: 
 
- the electronic individual teaching aid designed by Juergen Jaehnert and Axel Lintener  

(DM 10,000), 
 

- the adjustable multi-purpose wash-stand designed by Kinga Dózsa-Farkas (DM 5000), 
 

- the high-pressure injection system designed by Manfred Tumfart (DM 5000) 
  
-     the passenger seating system for public transport designed by Michael Weiss (DM 5000). 
 
The Braun Prize competition, which is open to participants from all over the world, recognizes young 
industrial designers and engineers who develop outstanding solutions for technical design problems. 
 
The members of the jury – Dr. Fritz Eichler, Prof. Robert Gutmann and Prof. Herbert Hirche – 
assessed the entries on the basis of the overall concept as well as its implementation, feasibility, 
design quality, social relevance and the quality of the presentation.  
 
Of a total of 149 entries which were received for this year's Braun Prize competition, 41 were 
shortlisted. It was from this shortlist that the four winners were selected. 
 
The Braun Prize 
The principles and purpose of the Braun Prize were defined when the prize was endowed by Braun 
AG in cooperation with the Design Group of the Federation of German Industries in 1967: it was 
intended specifically to encourage young designers and engineers (no older than 35) who were still 
studying or who had been working for no more than two years. It also set out to make the case for 
high-quality design and generate interest in the role played by design in the context of technical 
products. 
 
It was no accident that such a competition should be sponsored by Braun, a company which design 
journal "form" recently described as "Germany's dean of good design" and which has regularly 
received international awards for the quality of its design and technical solutions. It is probably the 
only company that has maintained such a consistent design policy and enjoyed such success as a 
consequence. 
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Braun Prize 1970 – 1st Prize 
 
Electronic individual teaching aid 
 
DM 10 000,- 
 
Jury's analysis: 
 
Stating the reasons for its veredict, the jury praised the 
fact that the electronic individual learning aid reconciled 
many different psychological, physiological and technical 
requirements with an integrated, organically cohesive 
overall appearance "capable of bringing man and 
machine closer".
