Braun Prize for Technical Design 1983 
 
Endowed by Braun AG to the tune of DM 35,000, the 
"Braun Prize for Technical Design" was presented in the 
Institut für Neue Technische Form in Darmstadt. This was 
the seventh edition of the competition organized by Braun 
AG in cooperation with the Design Group of the 
Federation of German Industries. 
 
The Braun Prize is an internationally recognized 
competition which seeks to promote and encourage 
young industrial designers and engineers. Rather than 
being linked to the company's product range or to a 
specific topic, the prize is awarded for outstanding 
solutions to design problems with a technical dimension. 
 
This year's Braun Prize attracted 214 participants from 20 
countries. The winners were selected by a jury chaired by 
Dr. Fritz Eichler, Bad Soden and comprising Friso 
Kramer, Amsterdam, Dipl.-Ing. Herbert Ohl, Rat für 
Formgebung, 
Darmstadt, and Professor Dieter Rams, Kronberg. The 
jury was supported by a number of consultants including 
electronics specialists, physicists, engineers, an internist, 
a gynecologist, a neurologist, a dentist and a specialist in 
the theory of music teaching. This eclectic mix of subject 
areas reflects the wide range of entries from Germany, 
the US, Canada, the Netherlands, the UK, 
Czechoslovakia, Greece, Italy and Switzerland.
